·  Camp Greenville is located in one of the most beautiful natural settings in the country.  Set on a ridge overlooking the 

Carolina Piedmont, Camp Greenville features 1600 acres of land at 3000 feet 
·  The cabins are equipped in traditional camp style, with bunk beds throughout.  Cabins are reserved on a first-

come/first-serve basis (registration date along with the appropriate deposit).  Families and friends are encouraged to 
house together in order to accommodate as many families as possible (this will reduce your overall cost). 

o RIDGETOP CABINS have bathroom facilities with showers inside the cabins. Some have large porches for 
relaxing.

o ADVENTURE CABINS are the most rustic.  They have restroom facilities inside with shower houses nearby.

·  Meals are cooked on site and are served buffet style, with plenty of chances to return for seconds.  There is always a 
fresh fruit/cereal bar at breakfast and a salad bar at lunch and dinner.  If you have special dietary concerns, please 
advise us in advance.   

·  Fun activities planned by staff are structured with the intention of parents participating with their children.  
Playschool, a special time just for kids 4-7, will be scheduled periodically throughout the session to allow parents and 
older children to participate in other activities while their younger children are supervised by Camp Greenville staff. 

·  Specialty activities such as archery, riflery, swimming, climbing, horseback riding (Memorial Day, End of Summer 
and Labor Day) and bouldering will be supervised by trained staff and are available at scheduled times.  Technically 
challenging hikes, such as Rainbow Falls will also be led by trained staff.  All activities are optional and families are 
welcome to explore the waterfront or enjoy a leisurely hike around camp! 

·  Summer sessions will include offsite trips to nearby attractions such as Pisgah National Forest, Ravencliff Falls, and 
tubing on the Davidson River.

·  Participants with a financial need are encouraged to apply for scholarships for any portion of the program fee that is 

not affordable.  Let us know your need, and we will work to help you.
